A Gheluvelt Park Special 
A great success story:- 

You may remember reading this, “Gheluvelt Park is a memorial park built in honour of those lost in the First 
World and has recently received £803,000 of lottery funding from the Heritage Lottery Fund.  The project is a 
partnership between the City Council, Friends of Gheluvelt Park and the Duckworth Trust.  The park will 
benefit from many improvements including a new play area; new water play feature; war memorial; and 
reinstated park railings”.  

Well things have moved on, the total cost of the improvements to the park will amount to over £1.4million on 
completion and we are nearly there.  The Band Stand has been renovated and a new sliding bridge built.  The 
sensational water feature is now in place and in operation; it’s called the splash pad and is currently open 
between the hours of 11.00am until 3.30pm.  You really should give it a visit, I did today, 4th June, there were 
over two hundred people there and the kids were loving it.  Why not give it a go and let me know what you 
think.  

I’ve set out some photos to show the progress of the unique 
feature, something that I don’t believe you will easily find 
elsewhere.

As part of the development plan there will be a memorial remembering those lost in the First World War.  

Here is an early glimpse of the interpretation feature.  This model was built by Max Cooper who is studying for 
an NVQ in carpentry and engaged in work experience at B&P Joinery.  Max built it to scale using the plans 
from Plincke, the Architects who designed the feature.  Every element of the sculpture will have a meaning, 
each panel will represent a bi monthly period of the First World War, with the varying heights representing the 
number of casualties during those years, individual battles during each period will also be depicted. An adjacent 
pillar will symbolize the Worcestershire Soldiers who fought in the Battle of Gheluvelt.
